Rural Fire Protection Association during the term of this

Agreement.

- The Volunteer Fire Department must adhere to the National Fire Code of

Canada as per by-law 990,

- Fire Department Members will be covered under the Town of 01ds

Insurance Policy for liability, injury, etc.

- Any purchases made by members of the 0lds Fire Department must first

be authorized by Purchase Order in accordance with the Town of 0lds

Council Purchasing Policy.

- The Fire Chief will receive a Working Advance of $150.00 for use when
purchasing items which have a value less than $25.00.
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BY-LAW # ‘990

A BY-LAW OF THE TOWN OF OLDS for the acceptance of the National
Fire Code of Canada 1963 pursuant to the Provincial Flre
Prevention Act and amendments therete, and to authorize the
tssuance of Fire Permits at the rates set herein.

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Town of 0lds duly assembled
enacts as Follows:

1. That the National Fire Code of Cénada 1963 is hereby adopted
with the exception of any specified provisions thereof or any
modification of said Code either in place of or in additon to
aﬁy regulations made under any clause of Section 156 of the
Municipal Government Act being Chabter 26 of the Revised Stat-
utes of Alberta 1970,

2. That the Fire Chief or his Deputy be appointed as a ?{}g\\\\
Marshal who shall be allowed access during reasonable hours
to both Public and Private Places ffor the purpose of inspecting

said premfses.
3. That No Fires be permittéd unless authorized by permit,

L., That Fire Permits be made available for the purpése of
burning all combustable materfals other than garbage smecept

during designated spring clean up.

5. That sald Fire Permits be issured at the discretion of the
Fire Chief or Deputy Fire Chief of the local volunteer Fire ..

Dept.

6. That the fee for a Fife Permit be & minimum of $10.00 or
That if prior to the issuing of a Permit the Fire Dept, official
decides that supervision of the intended Fire by the Fire Dept,

is required the fee shall be $25.00 per hour.
7. That all permits must be paid for on receipt of same.

8, That the permit issued must sbe posted in a Conspicuous

p
place at fthe site of the fire or in the possession of the
person to whom the permit was issued and must be made readily

available at the request of the local Fire Chief or His Deputy.
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9. That the person to whom the permit is issued is soFe1y.
responsible for the control of any fire set by that person eithel¥
directly or indirectly, personally or thsough any servant, em-
ployee or agent, and should any fire under his¥éharge, custody

or control of any servant, employee or agent be allowed to ruﬁ

at large on any tand not his own préperty or permits a fire to
pass from his land is guilty of an offence and liable on sum-
mary conviction to a fine of not less than $25.00 and not more
than $200.09, but any such convictien does not affect any civil

Tiability.

10. Any person starting a fire without first obtaining & permit
for same will be liable on summary conviction to a fine of not
less than $50.00 and not more than $200.00 and in default of

payment is léable to 60 days in jail.

i1. Any person who violates or fails to comply with any of the
provision of this By-Law shall be guilty of an offence punishabl@
on summary conviction and liable where no other penalty is
provided In this By-Law to a fine of not less than $60.,00

and not more than 3500.00 and in default of payment, to
imprisonment for a period not to exceed 90 days.

Title: Motor Vehicle Pursuit Policy

Policy Statement:

Motor vehicle pursuits may be undertaken only when the Peace Officer has
reasonable and probable grounds to believe the seriousness of the offence
and the necessity of inmediate apprehension outweigh the level of danger
created by the pursuit. Public safety is the paramount consideration in any
decision to initiate, to continue, or to terminate a motor vehicle pursuit.

DEFINITION:

Routine Pursuit: involves normal surveillance activity, intercepting and
stopping vehicles for occupant checks, clocking speeders, or apprehending
law breakers.

Hazardous Vehicular Pursuit: Develops when a Peace Officer is attempting
to stop a fleeing vehicle whose driver is:
a) apparently resisting apprehension by ighoring emergency equipment
or other signals to stop; and
b) maintaining or increasing unreasonable speed in relation to pedestrian
or vehicle traffic, road and weather conditions, or the safety of any
person.

PROCEDURE:

a. Any Peace Officer who becomes invoived in a hazardous motor vehicle
pursuit shall;
i) Immediately contact the RCMP for direction.
i) Attempt to identify the license plate number and to get a
description of the vehicle and the suspect(s).

b. A Peace Officer involved in a hazardous pursuit shall constantly
evaluate the situation for increased risk or danger to the officer and the
public. Factors 1o be considered include:

i} Road and traffic conditions

ii) increased speed

iif) Passage of time

iv)  The manner in which the vehicle is being handled.
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c. A hazardous vehicular pursuit shall be immediately discontinued if:

i) Continuation increases the danger to the safety of the officer
or the public.

i) Identification of the vehicle, and or suspects has been
obtained.

iif) A senior police agency (RCMP) directs the officer to
discontinue the pursuit.
iv) Peace Officer is unable to contact RCMP.

d. All pursuits shall be governed by the Alberta Solicitor General Motor
Vehicle Pursuit Guidelines and the Alberta Special Constable
Association Recommended Hazard Control Methods for Special
Constables.

e. Before engaging in a hazardous pursuit all Peace Officers must have
completed and successfully passed a Emergency Vehicle Driving
Course and Defensive Driving Course.

f. A Peace Officer involved in a hazardous pursuit shall submit an
occurrence report, to include ali documents and evidence, eye-witness
accounts (if available) and a chronological anecdotal report of the
incident.

g. All hazardous pursuits are to be reviewed by a committee consisting of
the Town of Olds CAO (or designate), the Director of Corporate
Services (or designate), the officer invoived in the pursuit and a
representative of the RCMP. This review shall occur within 10 working
days of the incident.

h. All Town of Olds peace officers are expected to be thoroughly
knowledgeable about this and related policies.

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MOTOR VEHICLE PURSUIT GUIDELINES

PURPOSE

. ‘The purpose of these guidelines is 1o provide minimum swndards regulating motor vehicle pur-

suits so that police officers act lawfully and with reduced risk when engaging in a motor vehicle
pursuit. These guidelines will apply to all potice services, special constable cmployers and mili-
tary police.

DEFINITIONS
Motor Vehicle Pursuit

. A motor vehicle pursuit occurs when a police officer antempts o "'swp  vehicle when the
driver is aware of this attempt and refuses 1o obey the officer, following which the officer
pursues for the purpose of stopping the vehicle, or identifying the vehicle.

Primary Unit S '
- Generally the police unit which initiates the pursuit, but in all cases, the unit in closest
proximity to the fleeing vehicle. -

Secondary Unit

- The police unit which wailg the primary pursuit unit at a safe distance and which is immedi-
ately available to assume the primary role or to assist the primary unit in the event the
fleeing vehicle stops.

“ Supervisor

. - A person of promoted rank or a person in authority. Where more than one jurisdiction is

involved, the respunsible supervisor is the supervisor in the jurisdiction where the pursuir is
ongoing. '

STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES

Motor vehicle pursuits must be conducted in a lawful manner and policy and procedures should "
not detract from the police responsibilities to:

- protect the lives and property of citizens:
. preserve peace and good order;

- prevent crime; and

- apprehend offenders.
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
